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The implementing status of nowadays rural land collective ownership subject system could be described as follow: the normal running of the system is heavily disturbed by the administrative power; there is positive correlation between the rural land collective ownership subject system and the economy degree of the collective; it’s rather important to confirm the rural land right and issue the corresponding certificate for the clarification of rural land collective ownership subject system; the anticipation of the farmers toward the innovation trend of the rural land collective ownership subject system does not conform to the present legal system principle, though the contradiction could be reconciled. These conclusions are drawn from the study of the present corresponding legal system and the field research materials, based on the analysis of the actual situation of rural land collective ownership subject system reflected by the statistics collected in the field research. The conclusions are preconditioned on the description of the current situation of the rural land collective ownership subject system mirrored by the field research carried out in 2007 covering 30 counties of 10 provinces all over China.
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
