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Food Consumption Evolution Path in Urbanization: China's Experience

China has begun its unprecedented process of urbanization ever since the reform and opening-up. In this process, the total food consumption has been growing rapidly, and the food consumption structure has been constantly upgraded. By the provincial urban and rural consumption data of China during1995-2012, the food consumption is characterized by not only regional features, but also successive spatial progressiveness, which provides a sample of food consumption evolution in China. In this paper, food consumption characteristic coefficients are estimated by the QUAIDS model, in which "income effect" and "migration effect" are isolated in food consumption evolution path. Considering the "growing-stabilizing" mechanism in the successive progressiveness in food consumption, specific scenarios are simulated about the food consumption summit of China in 2030, with exogenously set variables. Estimation results show that the pressures on production and import brought by food consumption summit are acceptable. Based on the relevant results, it is suggested that the current domestic agricultural support policies in China are necessary to adjust for the changes of food consumption in the future.

The Influence of Rural Labor Outflow on Food Production: From the Evidence of China

Food security is a core problem of issues concerning agriculture, countryside and farmers in China, and the rural labor outflow may have a significant influence on food security. This paper uses the panel data from 2001 to 2013, based on the extended C-D production function to make an empirical analysis of the rural labor outflow’s influence on food production and its regional differences. The results show that the rural labor outflow has a remarkable negative influence on food production in the main grain sales areas. However, it is not significant in other areas. Fully considering the difference of resources endowment and regional characteristics in different areas, and making different policies of labor mobility and food security will be beneficial to ensure the safety of China's food supply.

Empirical Analysis of Main Factors Influencing Harvest Rice Losses

——Based on the Ordered Multinomial Logistic Model

In this study, the meaning of harvest rice losses was defined based on previous research findings on definition of harvest grain losses and the realities in China. The current harvest rice losses in different areas in China were analyzed based on sampling survey data from 957 farmers in 10 provinces in China. On this basis, the main factors influencing harvest rice losses and their marginal effects were investigated using the ordered multinomial logistic model. The survey found that 56.13% of respondents believed that harvest rice losses were 4% or lower in China though there were differences among the provinces. Results revealed that proportion of family business income, size of production area, level of mechanization, timely harvest, and attitude toward harvest had a negative effect on harvest rice losses. On the other hand, farmers’ experience of employment as migrant workers had a positive effect on harvest rice losses. Moreover, bad weather and short of hands during harvest significantly increased post-harvest rice losses.

Spatial Econometric Analysis of Rice Production Links Outsourcing Pricing Mechanism: Empirical
    Study of 14 Province 42 counties in China

Because the labor and outsourcing service providers are flowing in region, the outsourcing price has auto correlation and dependence in space. The factors analysis of outsourcing price show that: the scale of village has small effect on outsourcing price, and the per capita arable land has negatively affected on outsourcing price, which means that the less is per capita land, the higher is outsourcing price. The labor price and scarcity have essential impact on rice production links outsourcing price; and the increasing of labor price promotes the increasing of outsourcing price. The development of specialized service organization has significant influence on outsourcing price.
Consumer Knowledge toward and Acceptance of Genetically Modified Foods: An Analysis of a
Survey Data for 15 Provinces in Urban China

Using a data set from a survey for 15 provinces in 2013 in urban China, this study analyzes consumer knowledge toward and acceptance of Genetically Modified Foods (GMF) and examines their determinants with econometrical models. Results show that consumer’s subjective and objective knowledge on GMF were improved significantly during 2002-2013 while consumer acceptance of GMF decreased considerably. The subjective knowledge on GMF had a significant negative impact on consumer acceptance of GMF. The media report on the event of Golden Rice event occurred in 2012 had a significant impact on consumer opinion toward GMF, suggesting that negative reports from media have led to low acceptance of GMF in urban China.

Differential Order Governance, Acquaintance Society and Solve Disputes’ of Rural Collective Land
Ownership Registration: Based on 695 Questionnaires and Typical Cases from Jiangsu Province

Based on questionnaires and typical cases of Jiangsu province, the authors try to analyze the mechanism of solving disputes of rural collective land ownership registration (RCLOR for short) under the perspective of differential order and the guidance of institutional change theory. The authors find that government, as the implementer of formal institution, do not timely and clearly response to the grass-roots demand is the main cause of policy-related disputes. Mismatch of administrative village role is an important cause of implementation-related disputes. On the background of village merging, administrative village has been beyond the scope of acquaintance society, it is not the suitable basic organization to solve disputes of RCLOR by informal institution. The villager’s group is an acquaintance society, can be the basic organization to solve disputes of RCLOR by informal institution.

How Are Public Service Resources Allocated in Metropolitan Rural-urban Fringe Zones？
——Based on a Case Study of J Town in Shanghai

Based on the case analysis of J town in Shanghai, this paper tries to build an institutional framework to analyze the factors influencing the allocation of public service resources in metropolitan rural-urban fringe zones. The research shows that, in the allocation of public service resources in metropolitan rural-urban
fringe zones, the state mechanism and the society mechanism play major roles, while the market mechanism plays a beneficial supplementary role. The allocation of public service resources in metropolitan rural-urban fringe zones is not only related to three mechanisms of the state, market and society themselves, but also subjects to the network relationships of the three mechanisms. This paper further finds that, because of limitations existed in the state mechanism and society mechanism themselves in J town and the insufficient agreement between the two mechanisms, a "double Wadi (puddle) " is thus resulted in the allocation of public service resources, which means the allocation outcome of public service resource in J Town not only inferior than that in the central city, but also inferior than that in the central area of the suburb. To promote a balanced allocation of public service resources in metropolitan rural-urban fringe zones, it is necessary to effectively realize the major role played by the state mechanism as well as the society mechanism and the beneficial supplementary role played by the market mechanism, then to achieve the agreement between the two mechanisms.

Public Goods Supply in Rural Areas: literature Review

This paper summarizes and reviews the existing research from four aspects: the system, the situation, the foreign experience and the countermeasure of public goods supply in rural areas. The existing research provides a reference for the practice. In the future, we can try to research base on big data and strengthen the research on the rural governance innovation, the operating mechanism of rural public service center, the public service for the special group, the selection and appointment mechanism of the village cadres and the standard of the government purchase public goods.
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
