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Village Governance Basis of Village Committee Election: Debate on Family-member Proxy Voting
    and Disenchantment of Voting Rights………………………………………………Tong Zhihui（2）
According the latest revision of “Village Committee Organization Law of People’s Republic of China”, the villager who can’t vote at the voting point may entrust his close relatives in his village to vote for himself. This means that proxy voting which have being operated in nearly three decades has officially been recognized by the law. But the legitimacy of proxy voting within family members is still controversial, which highlights the internal contradictions in village election system with safeguarding the voting rights of villagers as the primary principle. This article proposes to re-understand the birth and the legal process of the village election system, and takes keeping the village community and improving village governance as the fundamental nature of the primary principles of village election system, in order to deconstruct villager’s election right, disenchant “election right as primary principle” and establish “village governance as primary foundation”. Establishing “village governance as primary foundation” makes village governance to be built on the basis of rural society, which not only gives us a new understanding of a series of institutional arrangements for village elections, but also provides a new impetus and reference for scientific, reasonable set of rural governance system.

State Authority, Market, Ideology and Clan：An Analysis Frame of Economic Sociology

The paper explains the historical changes of country clan by the way of economy. By comparing the cost and benefit, the state authority decides how to rule the countryside. And if it chooses to govern the countryside with the help of the clan, the clan will be thriving. Comparing to the market, the cost of cooperation in the clan is lower because of the multilateral punishment mechanism of the clan. And since the effect of the patriarchal ideology, the clan is better than other organizations which can also run the multilateral punishment mechanism. And that is why the clan is so flourishing in Chinese history. But limiting the cooperation range in the clan itself will also get some opportunity costs. These costs will get bigger for the developing of the market. And with the rising of the costs and other changes of institutional environment，the perishing of clan is inevitable.

Resource Endowment and Farmers’ Participation Behavior of Social Governance: An Empirical

Analysis Based on the Data of 1599 Farm Households from 5 Provinces

Based on the survey data from Shandong, Zhejiang, Jiangxi, Hubei and Sichuan Province, we analyze the effect of different types of resource endowment on farmers’ participation behavior of social governance. We find that: Currently, farmers’ participation behavior of social governance displays the characteristic of low participation level and significant regional differences. The regression results show that, if we control regional factors, both economic capital and cultural capital have significantly positive effects on farmers’ participation behavior of social governance. And the effect of social capital is more complicated. In the featured social capital, farmers that have status of the party member and experiences of village cadres tend to have higher degree of participation. The frequency that farmers contact village cadres and the number of frequent contacted village cadres are both positively related with farmers’ degree of participation in social governance. As the variable of common social capital, the stronger farmers’ social trust is, the lower degree of their participation in social governance is.

The Ownership Structure, Credit Behavior and Performance of Rural Commercial Banks: Evidence

from Jiangsu Province…………………………………………………Zhou Yueshu & Han Qiao（51）
Using the data of 51 rural commercial banks in Jiangsu from 2009 to 2014, we analyze the differences of the credit behavior and performance in sample banks before and after the reform of property right system. We also use the 2012-2014 penal data to empirically test the effects of rural commercial banks’ ownership structure on the credit behavior and performance after the reform. Our analysis towards sample commercial banks shows that: After the reform, the increase of loans slows down, and the credit behavior is more careful. Although the magnitude of supporting agriculture remains stable, the quality of loans is relatively worse and the increase of performance slows down. Empirical results indicate that the ownership structure of rural commercial banks is decentralized, in which the private enterprise stock is the majority. The high proportion of private enterprise stoke contributes to the stability of the magnitude of supporting agriculture, but hinders the increase of performance. For rural commercial banks, the objective of sustainable development is not compatible with the objective of supporting agriculture. The relationship between the ownership centralization and performance of rural commercial banks accord with the tunnel hypothesis. Thus, the large shareholders’ share proportion negatively affect the performance, while the check-and-balance of stock ownership positively affect the performance.

Herdsmen’s Willingness of Succession between Generations in Grasslands Animal Husbandry

Business and the Analysis of Its Influence Factors: Based on the Survey of 34 Villages in the

Inner Mongolia Autonomous Region

Studying herdsmen’s willingness of succession between generations in grasslands animal husbandry business has great importance on promoting pastoral area’s sustainable development. Based on the survey of 34 villages in the Inner Mongolia Autonomous Region, we depict the current situation of this willingness, and use the binary Logistic Model to analyze relative influence factors. We find that the willingness is weak in general, since only 34% of the herdsmen explicitly state that they are willing to let their children continue the same business. The interviewed herdsmen who are the minority or in the family with village cadres have stronger willingness. The larger the age is, the stronger the willingness is. Natural grasslands and labor are two major production factors in animal husbandry business, and the variables that are related to them all have significantly positive influence on this willingness, such as the acreage of grasslands per capita, the quality of grasslands, family population and the number of family employees in the business. Therefore, we can efficiently relieve the population carrying pressure and promote pastoral area’s sustainable development in the meanwhile by guiding the people in the pastoral area to move outward properly and orderly, and encouraging herdsmen households who have better endowment of natural grasslands and labor to rent the grasslands and operate scale business.
