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Aesthetic Resources and Aesthetic Experiences in Leisure Agriculture

——From the Perspective of the Economics of Aesthetics

The economics of aesthetics, by focusing on how to improve consumer experiences, provides important guidance in solving the key issues in the development of leisure agriculture. From the perspective of the economics of aesthetics, this article provides an analysis on the theories and characteristics of leisure agriculture, explores how to promote the development of leisure agriculture by way of exploiting aesthetic resources and enhancing consumers’ aesthetic experiences. By presenting an example in Wenzhou, the article makes an in-depth analysis on different types of leisure agriculture from three dimensions, namely, initial aesthetic resources, aesthetic resources construction and aesthetic experiences. It suggests that aesthetic resources should be the carrier of consumers’ aesthetic experiences, while the effective construction of one’s own aesthetic resources should be the key to enhance consumers’ aesthetic experiences. Further analysis reveals that a varied degree of experience construction and a meticulous experience design are two effective ways to construct aesthetic resources in leisure agriculture.

An Analysis on the factors influencing environmental behaviors of business organizations in leisure agriculture

——the case of Fujian Province

Based on the survey data of Fujian Province, this paper analyzes the factors influencing environmental behaviors of business organizations active in leisure agriculture. Through factor analysis, the environmental behaviors of those business organizations can be divided into four types: environmental strategy formulation, environmental process management, environmental publicity and education, and environmental information communication. Moreover, the factors influencing environmental behaviors of those organizations can be classified into five aspects: environmental regulation, stakeholders’ pressure, interest chain, managers’ environmental awareness, information and technology resources. Through a single factor analysis of variance, this paper studies the differences in environmental behaviors and factors influencing different organizations. The results show a significant difference in four types of environmental behaviors among organizations of different scales, forms, and hierarchies. Moreover, the factors of environmental regulation and information and technology resources are significant in affecting environmental behaviors of organizations in different geographical locations. Furthermore, all of five driving factors are significant in influencing organizations of different forms. Finally, the factors of stakeholders’ pressure and managers’ environment awareness are significant in affecting organizations of different hierarchies.
The Practice of Rural Contract Documents and Farmers' Property Rights in Modern China

——An Interpretation of Qiannanyu Documents in Xingtai County after 1949

A large number of precious contract documents since 1949 are preserved in Qiannanyu village, Xingtai County, Hebei Province. Through analyzing the content and features of these archives, this article finds that before and after the founding of China, there is little change in the format of contracts for the purchase and sale of land and houses, and that the traditional habits and rural order of drawing up contracts still present strong resilience and vitality. Meanwhile, the contract documents in Qiannanyu village reflect a strong feel of the times and distinctive regional characteristics. With the change of the times, the farmers have broken through the constraints and explored an effective way of development by virtue of their unique wisdom. On the land distribution issue, many contracts signed and practiced by farmers have turned to be innovative actions in mountainous areas. Qiannanyu Documents demonstrate that along with the influences from the government and the market, rural social network and informal institution also exert subtle effects on the definition of land rights and villagers’ practices in daily life.

Government Intervention in Land Circulation and Concentration: Conditions, Strategy and Risks

——A Research based on Land Circulation and Concentration

This article starts with the questions whether it is feasible to implement large-scale land circulation and concentration led by the government, and what kinds of potential risks there may be. It puts forward that the farmers’ degrees of dependence on land, village resources, the level of agricultural socialization services, and grassroots organizations’ mobilization ability are the decisive factors for a successful implementation of land circulation and concentration. Due to the influence from different factors such as regional advantage, development history, urbanization and industrialization level, many regions fail to meet the requirement of land circulation. Since the success of land circulation in some villages should mostly be attributed to their regional advantage and powerful internal and external resources, their experiences may not necessarily be representative. If the government intervenes in land circulation forcefully, it may cause new types of social inequality, aggravate social stratification and conflicts in villages, and pose great economic and social risks to different parties of interest. Therefore, the article concludes that government intervention should be limited.
The Characteristics and Factors Influencing Agricultural Technicians’ Willingness for Job Mobility: Evidence from Hubei Province

Agricultural technicians’ inter-firm job mobility and intra-firm mobility have been widely witnessed in the rural China. This may result in a growing shortage of rural technical talents and their weakening capacity, thus leading to an adverse impact on the extension of agricultural science and technology achievements. By using the survey data of 392 agricultural technicians in rural Hubei of China, we analyzed the characteristics and influencing factors of their willingness for job mobility by means of cross-over analysis and multi class Logit model. The results show that: (1) Agriculture technical staff team is characterized by an obvious instability, 57.4% of which having the willingness for job mobility. To be more specific, those with the willingness for inter-firm job mobility and those with the willingness to be engaged in other government departments account for 11.1% and 33.3%, respectively, while the remaining 55.6% have not yet made a clear job mobility decision. (2) The young, male agricultural technicians with senior titles, as well as those being Chinese Communist Party members, have a higher willingness for job mobility. (3) The characteristics of work unit, economic factors, social status and work pressures have significant impacts on agricultural technicians’ willingness for job mobility. In conclusion, the article presents some countermeasures and suggestions on how to reverse the one-way mobility of grassroots agricultural technicians and to strengthen the stability of rural technical talents team.
The Determinant Factors of Working outside the Hometown and Wages Level: Formal Education or Skill Training?
——An Empirical Analysis Based on the Survey Data from Jinhu in Jiangsu Province

Based on the survey data from 922 households in Jinhu county of Jiangsu province, this article measures and compares the effects of formal education and skill training on the possibilities of rural farmers to work outside the hometown, the possibilities for them to engage in formal employment, and their wages level, using a Logit model and ordered Logit model. The results show that formal education and long-term training together determine the possibilities of working outside the hometown, while skill training determines the wages level of employment outside the hometown. This presents a fact that skill training can, to a certain degree, compensate for a lack of formal education, as trained farmers lacking formal education can obtain a higher income as well. Specifically, the article finds that skill training can significantly promote the probability of employment outside the hometown and increase the wages level for rural labor force, and that the effects of long-term training are stronger than those of short-term training. However, the influences of different types of skill training on formal employment significantly differ. Finally, the article shows that the higher the level of technical titles and the higher the degree of education for rural farmers, the more likely they will engage in formal employment with a higher wages level.
Farmers’ Preferences for Manure Pollution Control Policies: The Case of Pig Breeding

Based on the survey data from 754 pig breeders in 5 provinces, this article conducts a choice 
experiment including five policy attributes: technical advisory and training, pollution fee, technical standard for pollution discharges, biogas subsidy, as well as manure market. It analyzes farmers’ preferences for manure pollution control policies by using the multinomial Logit method and random parameter Logit method. The results have showed that the implementation of biogas subsidy policy, technical advisory and training policy, pollution fee policy as well as manure market policy have positive impacts on farmers’ manure handing rate in an environmentally-friendly way, while the impact of the implementation of technical standard for pollution discharges policy is not significant. Moreover, farmers show the highest preferences for the biogas subsidy policy, followed by comprehensive technical advisory and training policy, pollution fee policy, general technical advisory and training policy, as well as manure market policy. Finally, a significant regional heterogeneity in farmers’ preferences for the manure pollution control policies also exists among the eastern, central and western areas of China. 

Can Forest Logging Quota Management System (FLQMS) Protect Forest Resources? A Literature Review

Theoretical and empirical studies have proposed many meaningful discussions on the relationship of FLQMS and forest resources protection. Most studies have found that the protection effect of FLQMS on forest resources is not obvious. FLQMS not only fails to curb widespread deforestation but also blocks the forest operators’ afforestation and forest management behaviors. Existing literature has provided valuable clues for further research, but there are still several problems left, including an incomprehensive analysis of influencing mechanism, a lack of dynamic and systematic characteristics in the evaluation of forest resources protection effect, a relatively narrow research object, and a lack of rigor in quantitative analysis method. Therefore, the article suggests that future research should: (1) deeply analyze the mechanism of FLQMS influencing forest resources protection; (2) focus on the effects of the changes and components of FLQMS on forest resources protection; (3) treat forest carbon storage and other forest ecological value as an integral part of forest resources, and explore the influence of this system on forest ecological effect; (4) pay attention to the problems in the quantitative analysis, such as system measurement errors, endogenous problems, heteroscedasticity, and autocorrelation of cross-section.
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
