Land Conflict: Public Anomie and Farmers’ Power Construction

This article provides an analysis of public anomie and farmers’ power construction within the context of land conflicts. Three cases are illustrated, namely, conflicts arising from the land sale in Dian village, Wukan Event and land expropriation conflicts in S village. The study shows that the anomie of public power is a key factor causing land conflicts. Specifically, farmers tend to fight for power by way of collective action, village autonomy and discourse construction in the case of non-constraints on specific public power. Farmers’ power construction can be regarded as a strength-borrowing behavior with the purpose of seeking support within the judicial framework. It seems to reflect a power confrontation. However, it would be mistaken to interpret it as a form of public resistance against the authorities, and it barely helps farmers to safeguard their legal interests. By analyzing the logic of power and action in land appropriation and conflicts, the study provides a theoretical basis for designing an inclusive solution in land conflicts and political order construction.
An Analysis of Rural Governance in the Context of "Industrial and Commercial Enterprises Investing in Agriculture": The Search for the Public’s Interests

In recent years, abundant industrial and commercial enterprises have started to invest massively in agricultural land use, as a result of local governments’ promotion and out of those enterprises’ opportunity concern. Under this circumstance, the article analyzes the motivations of local governments’ promotion and the practices of investing enterprises. It finds that local governments and investing enterprises have formed a community of interests with their political power and private capital inflows as inputs, respectively. This community of interests helps them deal jointly with unorganized farmers’ demands. Moreover, village organizations have become enterprises’ agent, facilitating the latter to manage local farmers’ interests. Furthermore, local governments and investing enterprises have obtained most benefits from agriculture-related projects and profits from land use. In short, local governments do not represent the public’s interests any more, and rural governance in China is losing its publicity. To be specific, the analysis reveals a violation of farmers’ rights, weak democratic participation, political involution, and the discrepancy between rural governance objectives and practices. These have resulted in the weakening of public support. To conclude, the article suggests improving grassroots governance and developing the social forces in rural areas in order to construct publicity of rural governance.
An Analysis of Rural Women’s Attitudes and Behaviors towards Political Participation During the Transition Period：Evidences from Five Provinces in China

Based on micro-survey data, this article analyzes the characteristic facts of rural women's attitudes and behaviors towards political participation and their logical relationship. Using an Ordered Probit Model and a Bivariate Probit Model, the analysis examines the following variables, i.e., individual characteristics, family and socio-economic status, employment situation, village collectives and geographical location. The results show that most rural women under investigation have the willingness for political participation (66.49% of the total respondents), but the percentage of actual participants is smaller (55.2%). There are even less women whose attitudes and behaviors appear to be consistent (47.94%). Moreover, compared to those in the central and western areas of China, rural women in the eastern areas are found to have higher percentages in terms of participation willingness, actual participation rate, and consistency rate between participation attitudes and behaviors. Furthermore, the analysis reveals the similarities and differences of variables affecting rural women's participation attitudes, behaviors and their contingent consistency relationships. To be more specific, the variables of political affiliation, marital status, compensation for lost earnings and awareness of participation activities, are found to influence rural women's attitudes towards political participation; the variables of ethnic background, compensation for lost earnings, awareness of participation activities and participation attitudes, exert influence on rural women's behaviors towards political participation; finally, the variables of political affiliation, type and location of employment and awareness of participation activities, are of clear importance with regard to the logical relationship between participation attitudes and behaviors.  

The Dispute Resolution System in Rural China: Towards a Pyramid Structure

Because of the existence of complex, diverse disputes and of disputes resolution manners, this article starts with an assumption that two research methodologies should be made clear in disputes resolution studies. The article adopts a positivist approach with the purpose of understanding different ways of disputes resolution in rural China in a systematic way. Based on a case study research in Wu Town, Guizhou Province, the study compares four formal, conventional ways of disputes resolution in the process of new-type urbanization, namely, people's mediation, petition, litigation, and administrative mediation. Each way corresponds to certain types of disputes. Moreover, the numbers of disputes resolution in all the four ways have increased in a tortuous way. The article concludes that the disputes resolution system in rural China has started to form a pyramid structure.

The Impacts of Parental Labor Migration on the Educational Attainment of Left-behind Children in Rural Areas

In China, numerous rural labors migrate to cities for work, leaving their children behind together with other family members at hometown. What is the impact of parental labor migration on the educational attainment of left-behind children? This article adopts a Probit Model to conduct an estimation, using the CFPS2010 data. The results indicate that compared to the samples in which both fathers and mothers remain in their hometown with their children, the educational attainment of left-behind children has been significantly improved in the case when only fathers migrate to cities for work. This is owing to the improvement of their families’ economic conditions. However, no significant influences are found in the case when only mothers or both mothers and fathers migrate.
An Analysis of Public Cultural Services Provision in Rural China: A Case Study of Free Movies Screened for Rural Residents

This article analyzes the current status, challenges and countermeasures of public cultural services provision in rural areas by presenting an example of free movies provision for rural residents. The study shows that since the implementation of rural film project "2131", China has made great progress in providing free movies screened for rural residents. But problems remain, such as poor conditions for film screening and film viewing, low audience ratings, and limited public funding from local governments. In response to those problems, the central and local authorities have taken measures to strengthen the supply capacity, increase government supports, improve conditions for film screening and film viewing, increase choices in terms of film content, and expand audience coverage. Based on the analysis of free movies provision for rural residents, the article presents the following suggestions to improve public cultural services provision, namely, the establishment of a pluralistic supply structure and a special safeguard mechanism for stable funds, channel construction to help audience express demands smoothly, as well as the creation of effective supervision and evaluation mechanisms and mechanisms for inter-sectoral coordination.
“Taobao Village” and its Possibility in Breaking through the Dilemma of Urbanization in Rural China: From the Perspective of Urban Sociology

This article starts with an assumption that the new-type urbanization process is featured by the transition of rural areas into urban cities and the recognition of farmer citizens. However, the current
urbanization process in rural China is path dependent, fraught with difficulties typified by a loss of dominant position by farmers during the process. Under this circumstance, the article analyzes the experience of “Taobao Village” from the perspective of urban sociology. By presenting a case of Qingyanliu Village, Zhejiang Province, the article makes a clarification of the emergence, development, features and implications of “Taobao Village” in China. The analysis reveals the possibilities of “Taobao Village” in integrating the traditional and modern aspects of rural China, and in providing a possible approach of the new-type urbanization. The article concludes by examining a number of implications brought by the example of “Taobao Village” in breaking through the dilemma of the current urbanization process in rural China.
Agricultural E-commerce Research: A Review of the Current Status and Prospects

This article provides a review of the literature on the agricultural e-commerce research domain. Based on the data found in the CNKI and Scopus Databases, 36 articles in Chinese and 31 articles in English are identified, respectively. Compared to the research articles in Chinese, the articles in English are found to have adopted more research methods and approaches, but mainly focus on agribusiness. Most articles in Chinese are typified by macro statements and qualitative research, but weak in theoretical innovation and quantitative research. Besides, most domestic scholars are found to merely describe the development trend of agricultural e-commerce in China and summarize a number of distinct modes. For further studies, it would be desirable to make more comparative analyses, focusing on management innovation and benefit sharing mechanism at the firm level, the formation and evolution of agricultural e-commerce as well as the possibility of its replication and promotion at the county level. Finally, more attention needs to be paid to other subjects, such as the rural development strategy of platform companies as well as agricultural input distribution and e-commerce.
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
