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New Ideas of Green Development of Xi Jinping and Green Transformation of Agriculture

Along with the rapid socio-economic development since China’s reform and opening up, the problem of the destruction and pollution of water resources, cultivated land resources, forest resources and grassland resources has been brought forward, which impedes the process of ecological civilization construction in China. This article analyzes the context in which new ideas of green development emerged, their scientific connotation and the significance. It further examines potential approaches to achieve the green transformation of agriculture under the guidance of new ideas of green development, particularly with regard to development concept, protection of land and water resources, social regulation of production behaviors, and ecological risk evaluation of production technologies. 
Top-layer Design for the Development of Farmers’ Cooperatives: Policy Evolution and Prospects

This article adopts eighteen No.1 Central Documents issued by the Chinese Central Government as the research object. It systematically summarizes the evolution track and focus of development policies on farmers’ cooperatives in No.1 Central Documents, including the following aspects, namely, law formulation and rectification, standardization and demonstration construction, policy support, pilot projects and the promotion of credit cooperation, innovation and development of cooperative associations. The article concludes that national policies on the development of farmers’ cooperatives in the future will likely concentrate on the following tasks, namely, the expansion of subsidy coverage, encouragement of cooperative innovation, enhancement of standardization construction and supervision of demonstration cooperatives, the positioning of the government in the development of cooperatives, and the formulation of more preferential policies in encouraging and guiding university graduates to work in cooperatives. 

The Reverse Effect: The Impact of Migration on Political Attitudes of China’s Urban and Rural Residents

This article conducts a comparative research on political attitudes of migrants and non-migrant, local residents in rural and urban areas, and on the influences of migration on the political attitudes of migrants inhabited in both rural and urban areas. The results show a complete opposite effect of migration experience on political attitudes of rural and urban residents in China. On the one hand, migration experience is found to negatively influence the political attitudes of rural residents. Compared to non-migrant rural residents, rural migrants tend to show a lower level of government trust, of the sense of social equity and of political participation. With regard to urban residents, on the other hand, the impact of migration on their political attitudes is opposite to what is found for rural residents. This means compared to non-migrant urban residents, urban migrants tend to show a higher level of trust in government, of the sense of social equity and external political efficacy, and of participation in institutionalized political activities; they also tend to show a lower level of expectation for social conflicts. This result is titled “the reverse effect” in the research. Moreover, the study finds opposite effects of migration experience on the political attitudes of urban and rural migrants in different stages. Compared to rural residents with migration experience before the reform started (1949-1978), rural residents that migrate in the period after the development of market economy (1993-2010) appear to have more positive political attitudes; on the contrary, urban residents that migrate either in the reform period (1979-1992) or in the period thereafter (1993-2010) are found to have more negative political attitudes, compared to urban residents with migration experience in the period before the reform took place (1949-1978).
The Effects of Village Election Fairness on Village Cadres’ Behaviors and the Cadre-Villager Relations in Rural China: An Empirical Investigation based on Data of 1205 Villagers from 8 Cities in Liaoning Province……………………………………………………Zheng Guangguan（37）
Based on the survey data of 1205 Villagers from 74 villages located at 8 cities in Liaoning Province, this article analyzes the effects of village election fairness on village cadres’ behaviors, and the effect of village cadres’ behaviors on the cadre-villager relations in China, using three stage least squares (3SLS) to build a simultaneous equation model. The results show that villagers’ evaluations of electoral fairness can be improved with election rules that are followed strictly, improved propaganda work, and a decrease in the probability of unfair competition. Meanwhile, it examines the behaviors of village cadres through their work performance, the degree of their concern about the villagers’ life and their observance of rules. The results show that election fairness has significant positive effects on the behaviors of village cadres. Moreover, election fairness is found to significantly improve the behaviors of village cadres, and the improvement of their behaviors is proved to have significant positive effects on the cadre-villager relations in rural China.
Is Xingfu Elderly Care Center Model a Better Alternative for Rural China?: An Analysis based on a Field Research of R-County in Shaanxi Province

To tackle the challenges in elderly care in rural China, the model of Xingfu Elderly Care Centers was practiced in many places as a result of grassroots-driven exploration and national advocacy for policy reforms. Based on an empirical research conducted in R-county of Shaanxi province, this article finds that Xingfu Elderly Care Centers operate in a variety of forms and provide eldercare services, professional services and professional management with full-time staff. With strong government’s support, this model is found to be able to significantly improve the sense of happiness of service recipients. However, the delivery of high quality services would require a high operation cost, leading to limited service coverage. As a result, this model appears to be more applicable to the regions where local governments at the county and township levels and village collectives are able to provide strong financial support. It is expected that, with the government’s support, the model of Xingfu Elderly Care Centers in R-county might have a great potential for further development.
The Stakeholdership and Organizational Motivation in Predicaments in the Marketization Process of Water Resources: An Empirical Analysis based on Rural Micro Data from Zhejiang Province

Insufficient investment and the absence of government management have recently been identified as two predicaments in the water resources management in China. Adopting a behavioral approach with regard to farmers' participation, this article conducts a structural equation modeling analysis and examines the organizational motivation of water resources management in the marketization process of water resources in rural China. It uses field survey data collected from 557 farmers from 13 villages of 9 counties and cities in Zhejiang province, and takes into account those stakeholders involved in water resources management, including local governments, rural communities, water use organizations and individual farmers. The results show that, the authority and responsibility of other stakeholders in the water resources management are influenced by farmer stakeholders’ economic status, social status and other personal factors, and the types of organization incentives in different communities can affect the participation effect on the whole society in the water resources management. Moreover, the social relationships between individual farmers and other stakeholders appear to have positive effects on organizational motivation. In particular, the interaction characteristics between individual farmer households and their communities, and geographical, cultural condition of the communities, are found to have greatest influence on management efficiency of water resources organizations. Finally, the study shows that, at present, economic compensation has become the main method to motivate farmers’ participation in water resources management.
The Hotspots and Development Path of Domestic Research on Farmers' Co-operatives: A statistical Text Analysis based on CSSCI Source Journals from 2000 to 2015

With the emergence and development of farmers’ cooperatives, the study of these organizations has gradually become the hot topic in the research domain of "agriculture, rural areas and farmers", and abundant research results have been achieved. Taking 1060 articles on this topic from CSSCI (2000-2015) as samples, this article conducts a statistical analysis of literary texts. It identifies the research hotspots and outlines research paths. By way of data mining techniques, this article finds that related research articles on the topic of farmers’ cooperatives during this period mainly focus on the following five domains, namely, the relationship between cooperatives and the government, cooperative governance and operation mechanism, cooperative management model, land shareholding cooperatives, as well as cooperative and new rural construction. In outlining the research paths, it finds five research stages, namely, the stage before legislation was enacted, the stage during legislative enactment, the stage shortly after legislation was enacted, the stage typified by a diversification of research approaches, and the final stage of research self-reflections and improvement. By examining high-frequency words and the current policies concerning "agriculture, rural areas and farmers", the article foresees that future research in the field of cooperative economics will focus on the following aspects, namely, government regulations, cooperatives and rural governance, land shareholding cooperatives, performance management and cooperative associations.
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
