Summary

1. This summary outlines some major indexes and changes of China’s agricultural and rural economic development in 2006, and makes some forecasts about the agricultural and rural economic development in 2007.

2. In 2006, rural sectors produced 45.9 percent of China’s GDP ( in current price, the same below), 0.5 point below that of the previous year. Of China’s GDP, agriculture accounted for 11.8 percent, 0.7 point down; rural secondary industry for 22.2 percent, 0.5 point up; rural tertiary industry for 11.9 percent, 0.3 point down.

3. In 2006, China’s GDP increased by 10.7 percent in real term. Of the growth rate of GDP, rural sectors contributed to 4.52 points and accounted for 42.2 percent of the whole growth, 2 points down from that of the previous year. In rural sectors, agriculture contributed to 0.55 point and accounted for 5.1 percent of GDP growth, 0.7 point down from the previous year; rural secondary industry contributed to 3.15 points and accounted for 29.4 percent, 0.5 point up; rural tertiary industry contributed to 0.82 point and accounted for 7.7 percent, 1.8 points down.

4. In 2006, value added of agriculture reached 2470 billion yuan (value added of service from farming, forestry, animal husbandry, and fishery is included), increased by 5 percent in real term over 2005. Of the value added of agriculture, farming accounted for 56.1 percent, 0.8 point up from the previous year; forestry accounted for 4.5 percent, 0.3 point up; animal husbandry accounted for 26.8 percent, 1.4 points down; fishery accounted for 10.2 percent, 0.1 point up.

5. In 2006, value added of township and village enterprises (TVEs) reached 5750 billion yuan, increased by 13.2 percent over 2005. Of value added of TVEs, the industry and tertiary industry was 4080 billion yuan and 1270 billion yuan respectively. In 2006, the business income of TVEs was 24500 billion yuan, increased by 13.2 percent; the sum of profit was 1450 billion yuan, increased by 13.5 percent; the sum of taxes was 600 billion yuan, increased by 13.8 percent.

6. In 2006, of the value added of rural sectors, agriculture accounted for 29.1 percent, a reduction of 3 points over 2005; the secondary industry accounted for 54.8 percent, an increase of 2.2 points; the tertiary industry accounted for 15.6 percent, an increase of 0.8 point.

7. In 2006, the retail sales of consumer goods at county level and below were 2486.7 billion yuan, increased by 12.6 percent from the previous year. It accounted for 32.5 percent of the total retail sales of consumer goods in China, 0.4 point down from the last year.

8. In 2006, the area sown to grain was 105.38 million ha. , increased by 1.1 million ha. from the previous year; the area sown to cotton was 5.4 million ha. , increased by 0.34 million ha.; the area sown to oil-bearing crops was 13.8 million ha. , decreased by 0.52 million ha. ; the area sown to sugar crops was 1.78 million ha. , increased by 0.22 million ha. ; the area sown to vegetables was 18.18 million ha. , increased by 0.46 million ha. .

9. In 2006, output of grain was 497.46 million tons, increased by 2.8 percent over 2005; output of cotton was 6.73 million tons, increased by 17.8 percent; output of oil-bearing crops was 30.62 million tons, decreased by 0.5 percent; output of vegetables was 582.33 million tons, increased by 3.2 percent; output of fruits was 170.5 million tons, increased by 5.8 percent; output of sugar crops was 109.87 million tons, increased by 16.2 percent.

10. In 2006, total output of meat was 81 million tons, 4.6 percent higher than that of the previous year. Of which, pork, beef, and mutton increased by 4.3, 5.3 and 7.8 percent respectively. Output of aquatic products was 52.5 million tons, increased by 2.8 percent.

11. In 2006，average producer price of agricultural products went up by 1.2 percent than that of the last year. Of which, average producer price of farming products, forest products, and fishery products went up by 4.5,12.8 and 3.9 percent respectively, average producer price of livestock products decreased by 5.7 percent. The average producer price of grain went up by 2 percent from that of the previous year, the producer price of oil-bearing crops went up by 4.8 percent, the producer price of sugar crops went up by 21.1 percent, the producer price of vegetables went up by 9.3 percent, the producer price of fruits went up by 12.3 percent, the producer price of cotton went down by 2.9 percent, the producer price of slaughtered fattened hogs went down by 9.4 percent, the producer price of milk products went up by 2.9 percent, the producer price of poultry and eggs went down by 2.8 and 4 percent respectively.

12. In 2006, price of agricultural production means went up by 1.5 percent than that of the previous year.
13. In 2006, per capita production input of farmer households was 1382 yuan. Per capita production input of farmer households in agriculture was 1094 yuan, increased by 35 yuan or 3.3 percent from that of the last year. Of the input in agriculture, per capita input in farming was 599 yuan, increased by 58 yuan or 10.7 percent; per capita input in forestry was 10 yuan, increased by 3 yuan or 36.4 percent; per capita input in animal husbandry was 448 yuan, decreased by 30 yuan or 6.2 percent; per capita input in fishery was 37 yuan, increased by 4 yuan or 11.8 percent.

14. In 2006, total investment in fixed assets by farmer households reached 443.6 billion yuan, increased by 49.6 billion yuan or 12.6 percent over 2005. Of which, investment in agriculture was 100.1 billion yuan, decreased by 0.3 percent; investment in secondary industry was 32.2 billion yuan, increased by 74 percent; investment in tertiary industry was 311.3 billion yuan, increased by 13.2 percent.

15. In 2006, the yield per ha. of grain based on sown area reached  4721 kilo, increased by 79 kilo or 1.7 percent from that of the previous year; yield of cotton was 1246 kilo per ha., increased by 117 kilo or 10.4 percent; yield of oil-bearing crops was 2219 kilo per ha., increased by 70 kilo or 3.3 percent; yield of sugar crops was 61725 kilo per ha., increased by 1306 kilo or 2.2 percent.
16. In 2006, of the rural laborers, agricultural laborers accounted for 57.3 percent, 2.2 points less than that of the last year; laborers engaged in secondary industry accounted for 20.5 percent, 1.3 points more, laborers engaged in tertiary industry accounted for 22.2 percent, 0.9 point more.

17. In 2006, rural laborers who worked outside of residence reached 132.12 million, increased by 6.34 million or 5 percent more than that of the previous year.
18. In 2006, the total value of imports and exports of agricultural products reached 63.02 billion US dollar, increased by 12.9 percent from that of the previous year. Of the total value of imports and exports of agricultural products, the value of exports of agricultural products was 31.03 billion US dollar, increased by 14.2 percent; the value of imports of agricultural products was 31.99 billion US dollar, increased by 11.7 percent. Adverse balance of agricultural products trade decreased from 1.47 billion US dollar in the previous year to 960 million US dollar.

19. In 2006, farmers’ net income per capita was 3587 yuan, increased by 332 yuan than that of the previous year or 7.4 percent in real term. This growth rate went up 1.2 points from that of the last year. Of the farmers’ net income per capita, income from family business was 1931 yuan, increased by 88 yuan or 4.8 percent. Of the family business income, income from agriculture was 1521 yuan, increased by 53 yuan or 3.6 percent. Wage income per capita was 1375 yuan, increased by 200 yuan or 17 percent. Of the wage income, income from working outside of residence was 554 yuan, increased by 86 yuan or 18.3 percent. Property income per capita was 100 yuan, increased by 11 yuan or 12.9 percent. Transfer income per capita was 181 yuan, increased by 33 yuan or 22.5 percent. In 2006, income from family business accounted for 53.8 percent of net income per capita, wage income accounted for 38.3 percent, property income accounted for 2.8 percent, transfer income accounted for 5 percent.   

    20. In 2006, farmers’ burden of taxes and fees per capita was 11 yuan, reduced by 2 yuan from that of the previous year. The burden of taxes and fees accounted for 0.3 percent of farmers’ net income per capita in this year.

    21. In 2006, farmers’ net income per capita in the eastern, central and western region was 4859 yuan, 3331 yuan and 2487 yuan, increased by 10 percent, 11.1 percent and 8.1 percent respectively. Income gap between the eastern and central region was narrowed, the gap between western and eastern, between western and central region was enlarged. In 2006, income difference among farmers was narrowed. The Gini Coefficient of farmers’income was 0.3737, 0.0014 down from that of the previous year.

    22. In 2006, the gap between urban residents’ disposable income per capita and farmers’ net income per capita was enlarged slightly, from 3.22:1 in the previous year to 3.28:1.

    23. In 2006, farmers’ living expenses per capita was 2829 yuan, increased by 274 yuan or 9.1 percent in real term from the previous year. Out of the total, expenses of food was 1217 yuan, increased by 4.7 percent, and the Engle coefficient was 43 percent, 2.5 points down from the previous year; expense of housing was 469 yuan, increased by 26.7 percent; expenses of household appliances, goods and services was 127 yuan, increased by 13.6 percent; expenses of transportation and communication was 289 yuan, increased by 17.9 percent; expenses of culture, education and recreation was 305 yuan, increased by 3.3 percent; expenses of medicines and medical services was 191 yuan, increased by 13.9 percent.

    24. It is estimated the growth rate of value added of agriculture will be about 4 percent in real term in 2007, and the proportion of the value added of agriculture in GDP will be about 11 percent.
    25. It is estimated the total output of grain will reach 500 million tons in 2007; the total output of oil-bearing crops will reduce slightly; the total output of sugar crops will be more than 100 million tons; the total output of fruits will be 175 million tons, increase by above 2 percent.
    26. It is estimated the total output of meat will be 83.8 million tons in 2007, increase by about 3.5 percent over 2006; the total output of aquatic products will be 54 million tons, increase by about 3 percent.

    27. It is estimated the total value of imports and exports of agricultural products will be more than 70 billion US dollar, increase by above 12 percent over 2006. The adverse balance of agricultural products trade will enlarge.
    28. It is estimated the growth rate of farmers’ net income per capita will increase by more than 6 percent in real term in 2007.
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
