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Organic Connection between Small Farmers and Modern Agricultural

Development: Global Vision and China's Approach

Abstract: Throughout the world, small farmers are still the largest number of agricultural
operations. Although they have made important contributions to ensure the supply of global agricultural
products, they are facing the challenge of survival and development with the impact of the global market.
As an important part of global agriculture, the problems of small farmers in China have both global
commonality and uniqueness under the national conditions of "large country small farmers". China’s small
farmers are characterized by large number, differentiated types and prominent regional differences, and
their agricultural production activities have acquired modern attributes. To develop modern agriculture,
China proposed to establish "three system", like modern agricultural production system, the modern
agricultural management system and modern agriculture industry system, and improve the agricultural
support and protection system.
